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Introduction

The Orphic Hymns (OH) consist of a prooemium and 87 hymns addressed to several deities
in a late Orphic initiation of sorts. These short hexametric poems were probably composed
during the second or third century CE, somewhere in Asia Minor (Pergamon?), and have
gone a long way until the first manuscripts in the Renaissance. They seem to have been
crafted with a view to being ritually performed.' Religious language was therefore at stake
and it would certainly have a bearing on the pattern of poetic expressions.

As is well known, the bulk of the OH are made up of divine epithets that are often linked
together in chains of considerable length. Despite their ubiquity, there is to date no single
work devoted to gathering them in order to provide an overview of their usage and the main
details of their models. Many a scholarly work is still instrumental in the study of the epi-
cleses in the OH, be it as single case-studies of some epithets (e.g. Guthrie 1930; Rudhardt
1991; Hopman-Govers 2001; Lépez Molina 2011; Lebreton 2012) or as full-sized commen-
taries such as Ricciardelli’s (2000) and Fayant’s (2014), which are outstanding and have been
a constant inspiration in compiling the present lexicon.? Yet a comprehensive account of
the roughly 850 divine epithets within the OH, bringing together the most relevant infor-
mation scattered in the scholarly literature and adding others from various sources (literary,
epigraphic, lexicographic, scholia etc.), was still a desideratum.

This lexicon aims to be a small contribution both to the history of Ancient Greek religion
in general and to Orphism in particular, given the obvious link between these hymns and
the works attributed to Orpheus. It is meant to be a serviceable resource, quantitative or
otherwise, for further studies in the field, possibly paving the way for new hypotheses based
on philological insights.

The material is presented in the following manner: (1) a translation for each entry; (2)
the relevant deity being addressed or described; (3) the metrical slot where the specific word
is found;? (4) other related lines within the OH (when applicable); (5) an overview of the
most significant literary, epigraphic and lexicographic parallels or related terms (including
poetic formulae and collocations); (6) cross-references to other epithets in the lexicon or
other compound words that share a common trait or element (e.g. dyavoepwv > °Qpwv;
ebdpopog > °8popog; oméppa > °0ToPOgG).

The indexes at the end of the book are meant to provide access to the material of the
lexicon in various ways, comprising (1) a list of the compounds attested in the OH, of which
at least one element occurs more than once; (2) an index of meanings which express recur-
ring ideas and motifs witnessed in the OH; (3) the epithets sorted by the divinities they refer
to; (4) alist of forms attested so far only in the OH (many of which are hapax legomena); (5)
passages from early Greek epic (Homer, Hesiod, Homeric Hymns) quoted verbatim or
probably alluded to in the OH; (6) lemmas that also occur in the PGM in the same or a

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similar form, (7) a list of antitheses used as epithets of the same divinity; (8) a reverse index
of the lemmas; (9) a list of selected syntagms and their metrical positions; and (10) a list of
formulaic and semi-formulaic participial clauses that could act as extended epithets.

The guiding idea of the lexicon is to showcase the data both synchronically, bearing in
mind that these hymns can be considered a corpus in its own right, and diachronically, on
the assumption that this religious mindset flourished as a development of preceding tradi-
tions, some of which it may have been aware of. Our aim at surveying each term’s relevant
parallels is to shed some light on these processes, depending on how each of them lent itself
to further elaboration. Hapax forms, for example, usually lead to summary entries, whereas
generic or “non-exclusive” epicleses such as ayvég, Saipwv, iepdg, kodpog/kovpr (to men-
tion only a few) are not dealt with exhaustively, which would surely exceed the scope of this
book.*

Divine epithets (or epicleses) can tell us a lot. They can point to new paths, uproot pre-
viously held views or else validate them. The religious effect of ritual prayer relied on a skill-
ful use of religious language, an acquaintance with religious tradition and a keen awareness
of one’s audience, both divine and human. This was something sought after in compositions
that mainly amount to catalogues of epicleses, depending not so much on an intricate syn-
tax, but chiefly on the appositeness of the summoned names. Such is the case with most
hymns in our collection. In addition to this, the intent behind the present lexicon is also to
convey some of the weight that each individual epiclesis carried for the initiates.

Both traditional and innovative divine epithets are the staple diet of the OH poet(s). One
may wonder whether this pattern is intentional or not, being the sheer outcome of a precar-
ious transmission of the Classical texts.® Be that as it may, one should not dismiss the deci-
sion-making process behind the composition of the hymns. It is plausible to think that the
OH poet(s) had choices to make, with possibilities at their disposal, but also requirements
(poetic, doctrinal, circumstantial). Among the indications of a self-conscious treatment of
the traditional material are the folk-etymological explanations given for some of the divine
names, e.g. Hermes interpreted as ¢punved névtwv,® and the frequent use of antithesis such
as 10.9 Nature kotvr| pé&v mavteooty, dxotvawvnte 8¢ povvn (cf. appendix 8).

To a certain degree, tracking an epiclesis to some of its possible sources works like re-
verse engineering. One has good grounds for stating that, for instance, Homeric and Hesi-
odic phraseology played an important role in the OH. This may suggest that it was regarded
as a trustworthy or ideal paradigm for addressing the gods. But what about antecedents seen
in Euripides or Sophocles? Might they have served as models for our poems in the same way
as the Homeric Hymns? Or are we to consider an intermediate source? Did theatre have the

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same gravitas as epic poetry with regard to religious applicability? A further point: we are
aware of many lexical resemblances between our corpus and Nonnus, the Greek Magical
Papyri, and epigraphical material from Asia Minor. However, what do these correspond-
ences mean in terms of mutual influences, common heritage and similar innovations based
on a common stock of religious language? To what extent was the cultural melting pot of
the first centuries of our era a determining factor in the composition of the OH? This was
the same overall milieu that gave us, for instance, Dio Chrysostom and the Chaldean Ora-
cles, Clement of Alexandria and Sextus Empiricus, all of which are referenced throughout
the lexicon. How was one to navigate through the expectancy of one’s immediate human
audience, the suitable appeasement of the gods, and one’s own involuntary poetic and reli-
gious tendencies, the overarching zeitgeist that permeated several Greek and non-Greek
communities at that time? What role did innovation and tradition play in these hymns?
Were they equivalent in terms of devotional rhetoric or was there an underlying factor,
metrical or otherwise, that would regulate their usage? In summary, what did it mean for a
poet to choose? What was really at stake when composing hymns dedicated to the gods?

The endeavor of tracing every relevant parallel to a given divine epithet is surely a daunt-
ing task. What we offer here as an overview is meant to be the first installment of an ongoing
project that we intend to develop into an online database, continually improving and ex-
panding on relevant new information and ideas. As it is, we hope that it proves to be a handy
tool for further research.
